It features
AMARC as an organizational case study. I conducted interviews for the book in the AMARC
conference in Amman Jordan, 2009 and in the conference in La Plata (2011).

Abstract

Social Movements and Their Technologies. Wiring Social Change explores the interplay between
social movements and their “liberated technologies”. It analyzes the rise of low-power radio
stations and radical internet projects (“emancipatory communication practices”) as a political
subject, focusing on the sociological and cultural processes at play. It provides an overview of the
relationship between social movements and technology and investigates what is behind the
communication infrastructure that made possible the main protest events of the past 15 years. In
doing so, Stefania Milan illustrates how contemporary social movements organize in order to create
autonomous alternatives to communication systems and networks and how they contribute to
change the way people communicate in daily life, as well as try to change communication policy
from the grassroots.

From the book

"The question of infrastructure might sound trivial in times of abundance of “free” social media,
microblogging platforms and apps allowing people to voice their opinions and share pictures and
videos at will, and at virtually no cost. But we often forget that these platforms are owned and
controlled by media and telecoms corporations whose agenda focuses on profit and corporate
interests rather than participation, empowerment, and social justice. With this in mind, in recent
decades activist groups have increasingly challenged media corporations and state-owned
broadcasters on their own terrain. They have created alternatives to existing communication
infrastructure by setting up community radio and television stations, and alternative websites for
self-produced information. Such grassroots media have allowed broader swathes of the citizenry to
access media production and secure communication channels. They have become what DeeDee

Uganda: Farm Radio Weekly meets Farm Radio International’s George
Atkins Award winners

A few wisps of cloud rode high in the otherwise clear azure skies above Kagadi-Kibaale Community
Radio (KKCR-91.7 FM) station. The early morning sun was starting to burn off the dew from the
tidy gardens of the Uganda Rural Development Training Institute, on whose grounds the station is
situated.

Askebir Gebru, the Country Director for Farm Radio International Uganda, was in Kagadi to meet
Anthony Lwanga and Ismail Kasoha, joint recipients of the 2013 George Atkins Communications
Award. The award, named after the Founding Director of FRI, has been awarded annually since
1991 to recognize rural radio broadcasters for their outstanding commitment to agricultural radio,
and their contribution to food security and poverty reduction in low-income countries.

On September 21, 2013, the station celebrated the 13th anniversary of their first broadcast, and
organized a parade to honour the International Day of Peace. The guests of honour included the
Minister of State for Planning, who surprised the two men when he announced that they had been
chosen for the George Atkins award, and then presented them with their certificates.

Mr. Lwanga is the station manager at KKCR, the first community radio station to be established in
East Africa. He was one of the original staff of four when the station was formed in 2000. The staff
has now grown to 28 permanent members and over 70 volunteers. Mr. Lwanga and the radio
station have been involved with Farm Radio International since 2002, and have been broadcasting
FRI programs, stories and scripts ever since. He remains committed to agricultural programming
and community development.

Mr. Lwanga said that he was awarded the prize for having forged and led a dedicated team “to
create the conditions for social transformation.” He continued: “What does the award mean to me?
It's a recognition of my contribution to changing people’s lives: The efforts of our community radio
station are being recognized worldwide, and our experiences can be emulated in other
communities.”

Mr. Kasoha is the station’s news editor. He’s also the main presenter of programs on biofortified
Quality Protein Maize, or QPM, and orange-fleshed sweet potatoes, also known as OFSP. KKCR'’s
programs are broadcast to farmers in western Uganda’s Kibaale district. Although he grew up in a
farming family, Mr. Kasoha'’s attention turned to journalism. He joined the station in 2005, and also
writes for Uganda’s New Visionnewspaper. Mr. Kasoha was credited with breaking the story of the
2012 Ebola outbreak in Uganda, and a certificate of recognition from the Ugandan government and
the World Health Organization hangs proudly on the wall in the station’s news office.

Mr. Kasoha was recognized for his promotion of agricultural programming at KKCR. He says, "I was
shocked to receive the award ... [the presence of the Ministers] shows that the government
appreciates the work that we are doing with farmers.”

He took Mr. Gebru to visit some farmers who belong to community listening groups which the
station targets with its QPM and OFSP programs. They were clearly pleased to see Mr. Kasoha.
Farmer Ben Asiimwe commented, “I trust these presenters that I have listened to for years.”

On the way back to Kagadi, Mr. Kasoha said, "“When you are committed and do the work, putting
service above self, you'll get results. The award is an inspiration to me to continue to do more
programs, farmer-based, to ensure that the target person is reached in the easiest and most
convenient way: broadcasting.”

Liberia: Grand Kru Radio Management Team Fired

The interim management team of the Voice of Grand Kru County has been dissolved by the Board

of Directors of the community radio station, based in the county capitol, Barclayville.

Disclosing the information to the Liberia News Agency in a telephone interview Saturday, a senior

producer of the station, Mr. Makim Suah, quoted the Board as saying that the action is intended to
ensure professional coverage of the 2014 Independence Day celebrations, slated to be hosted
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jointly by Sinoe and Grand Kru counties.

Meanwhile, the Board has started recruiting suitable candidates to re-constitute the management
team and prepare the station for a successful coverage of the national Independence Day
celebrations.

The dissolved management team, headed by Johnson Wreh, who is also Chairman of the County's
Project Management Committee, was constituted two years ago following the formal opening of the
station.

The station also transmits to neighboring Maryland, River Gee, Grand Gedeh and Sinoe counties.

Cameroon - Summonses and suspensions threaten media environment

Reporters Without Borders is concerned about the growing intransigence of the National
Communication Council (CNC), Cameroon’s media regulator, and its president, Joseph Befe Ateba.
“The CNC has taken a clearly tougher line towards journalists and media in the past two months,
which is reflected in the number of summonses it has issued and the suspensions it has ordered,”
Reporters Without Borders said. [...]

In the weeks leading to the 30 September parliamentary elections, the CNC had started using a
harsher tone.

On 14 September, the CNC circulated an election coverage guide that listed all the sanctions to
which journalists and media would be exposed if they were found guilty of violating professional
ethics. "I will be very intransigent,” Befe Ateba said.

The CNC previously imposed harsh sanctions on several media and journalists on 5 September for
their alleged “failure to respect the provisions of the law on social communication.”

The victims included the Chronicle and Guardian Post newspapers and their publishers, the
L'Epervier and Radio Sky One, and Radio Satellite journalist Peguy Meyong. The harshest sanction
was reserved for Radio Djacom FM, which was banned from broadcasting altogether.

Provision for the creation of a National Communication Council was included in a December 1990
law on social communication (Law No. 90/052), which defined it as a financially autonomous entity
for media regulation and consultation.

The council did not however become fully operational until earlier this year, following decrees
reorganizing it and appointing its members. The internal procedures governing how it operates
remain unclear.

Cameroon is ranked 120th out of 178 countries in the latest Reporters Without Borders press
freedom index.

Kenya: Journalist Threatened

A journalist working with a vernacular FM station has recorded statements with the police and will
seek legal redress against Central Imenti MP Gideon Mwiti after he allegedly threatened him with
death.

Speaking to the media in Meru, Jamlik Kirai, who works as a presenter with Mwariama FM. said the
MP called him and threatened to send him a very quick and rapid gift for castigating his leadership
style on radio. Kirai denounced claims that he is biased against the MP.

He said his programme gives listeners an opportunity to air their grievances against their elected
MPs. "I'm not the one who determined where listeners called from. The fact that his constituents
felt embittered by his leadership is none of my business. He called me and told me to be prepared
because any time my gift is on the way", said Kirai.

"I want to go to court and have him clarify what kind of a gift is that he is going to share with me
because since he was elected he has never even called me to discuss anything", he said. Kirai
further said during the conversation recorded on phone and heard by the Star, the MP claimed that
"there is no way you can beat me as I watch silently. I must also retaliate and hit back".

However when reached for comment, Mwiti denied the allegations of threatening the journalist and
advised him to press on with the charges.

"I am a law maker and there is no way I can threaten anyone. When I say I will send him a gift
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does not mean I threatened him. Any one who does some good work gets rewarded, even a
journalist who does exceedingly well can get even a trophy", said Mwiti.

Uganda: Radios in Trouble Over Lukwago

The move to remove Kampala Lord Mayor Erias Lukwago has not spared the media, with two radio
stations now warned against hosting Lukwago and other "negative elements that tarnish the image
of Kampala Capital City Authority (KCCA)."

According to a November 5 letter from Kampala Resident City Commissioner (RCC) Samuel
Mpimbaza Hashaka, the radio stations are barred from hosting opposition politicians who speak
against KCCA and the government.

"This is to inform you that I have noted that Akaboozi and Radio [One] are increasingly being used
to deliberately tarnish the image of government, KCCA and to frustrate government programmes,"
Hashaka's letter reads in part.

The letter came a day after Akaboozi had hosted Lukwago on its Kalasa mayanzi (mid-morning) on
[on which date?] over matters at KCCA. Displeased with Lukwago's utterances, Hashaka penned
the letter, literally setting for them conditions for hosting any opposition figure.

"If you must host a person tarnishing the image of government or KCCA, you should at least co-
host somebody to diffuse the lies or give equal [opportunity] to KCCA and government [officials] to
say the truth and protect the image of government," Hashaka wrote.

The letter is copied to the principal private secretary to the president, minister for the Presidency
and Kampala, secretary to the office of the president, KCCA executive director and all deputy RCCs.
Interviewed for this story, the administrator of the two radio stations, Jeff Mulinde Kiwanuka,
feigned ignorance of the letter.

"I have not seen it and know nothing about it because it never came to me. I'm going to ask my
colleagues and find out whether it is there, but if it came, they should have at least informed me,"
Kiwanuka said on Monday.

But a fellow manager at the media outlet confirmed to us that they had indeed received the letter
but declined to speak further about it. On receipt of the letter, management reportedly contacted
Hashaka, before also reviewing the contested talk show. But before management could respond,
the station again hosted Lukwago on Monday, ahead of his failed rally at Nakivubo Settlement
primary school.

The Human Rights Network for Journalists Uganda (HRNJ-Uganda) condemned Hashaka for the
letter. HRNJ demanded, in a statement, that Hashaka apologize to Basajja Mivule, the radio
management and the entire media fraternity or risk a blackout. [...]

Somalia: Somali govt vandalizes Shabelle radio equipments, harasses
and detains its journalists

Somali federal government has finally let Shabeelle Media Network retrieve its transmitters and
radio equipment from the compound which Somali security forces stormed on 26 October 2013.
But all equipment has been literally vandalized and are out of function. The radio transmitters have
been damaged and smashed and there are visible holes on the transmitters, the radio mixers have
been smashed, the TV cameras have been vandalized and are out of function.

The government has taken away all back-up transmitters to [an] undisclosed location and it has
also taken seven small-size radio FM transmitters which Shabeelle was planning to set up in the
newly liberated areas which Somali government and Amisom liberated from Al-Shabab.

"This is clearly a sabotage which the government is aiming at how the network can never resume
its operations and we knew in the beginning that the government's agenda was not about the so
called public building, but it was about silencing Shabeelle," said Mr Abdimalik Yusuf Mohamud,
chairman of Shabeelle Media Network.

"Why have our equipments been held so long and destroyed? If they only wanted the building, they
shouldn't have destroyed our equipment," said Mr Abdimaalik.

Before we started to retrieve our equipments, we were accompanied by three Somali lawmakers

who witnessed themselves how the government vandalized our equipment as the government
refused us to film on the 16th November when we initially got access to the building.

Besides the vandalizing [of] the studios and transmitters, Somali government forces have also cut
[to] pieces all cables and destroyed all security camera systems in the building.

"Destroying our equipments looks not to be enough for the government, they harass us, detain us,
besides we have contacted the information ministry for renewing our licence but director-general
told us clearly that he was ordered not to issue or renew licence to Shabeelle but he also told us
that he has no problem issuing licence to other radio stations in the capital," said Mr Abdimaalik.
All these factors, the vandalizing of our equipments which can't function now, the detention,
harassment and refusal of renewing our licence all show one direction which the Somali
government is determined to oppress us and silence us," adds Mr Abdimaalik.

We call on the international community, primarily the UN and other international media friendly
nations, to exert diplomatic pressure on the Somali government to protect and allow Somali free
media do its work freely and out of fear.

We, Shabeelle Media Network, are determined to continue to strive for good governance,
democracy and full freedom of expression in Somalia.

Guinea: One person dead, 4 others injured for "protecting” journalist

One person died and 4 others sustained injuries on November 17, 2013, when police opened fire
and tear gas on demonstrators who had gathered outside Planéte FM a privately-owned radio
station.

According to the MFWA's correspondent in the country, the demonstrators who were believed to be
pro-opposition went to the radio station’s premises after Mandjan Sidibé, director-general of
Planéte FM made a distress call during a programme asking listeners to come to his aid.

The correspondent reported that Sidibé told listeners there were unknown persons on motorbikes
at the building in which the radio station is located and they were “getting ready to assassinate”
him.

Soon after the announcement, the youth trooped to the premises of the radio station to “protect”
Sidibé. The police later went to the scene and used tear gas and live bullets to disperse the
demonstrators. This resulted in the death of one person and four others injured.

Authorities have however debunked Sidibé’s allegation and accused him of inciting people to
violence and that the incident will be investigated.

The MFWA is concerned about the seeming lack of tolerance by the Guinean police force whenever
citizens attempt to exercise their right to assemble or demonstrate.

Great Lakes: 2nd Regional Conference: "Media: a Voice for All"!

Media in Africa is typically dominated by male voices—editors, journalists, and interviewees are
majority men, with females generally relegated to the "“women’s programming” that gets 1-2
timeslots per week. The “Media: A Voice for All” project, which is being implemented as a
partnership of Search For Common Ground (SFCG) the Rwandan Association of Women Journalists
(ARFEM), the Association of Women Journalists in Burundi (AFJO), the Congolese Union of Women
Journalists (UCOFEM) in the Democratic Republic of Congo, and the Group of Journalists for Peace
(GJP) in the Republic of Congo and the Association of Women Media Professionals (AFPC) in the
Central African Republic, aims to shift this dynamic and expand the media landscape to be more
inclusive of diverse voices.

Under the scope of this project, Media: A Voice for All organized the Second Regional Conference
for the promotion of women's voices in Great Lakes media on November 19-20, 2013 in Kigali,
Rwanda. This two-day conference is the second of four regional conferences. The event brought
together 40 participants from the media from the five countries, including both men and women
committed to positive change.

During the first conference, held in Bujumbura back in July 2013, the participants formed a
regional network for solidarity and advocacy. This second conference reinforced this network,
entitled the Regional Network of Women Media Professionals in the Great Lakes (RFMGL), which
now counts five founding member associations. During the conference, statutes for the network
were agreed and signed by the Representatives of the participating women media associations.
Other associations are encouraged to join.

In addition to formalising the regional collaboration, The two days were rich in learning and
exchanges among the participants. They reviewed the key findings of Barrier Analysis on Women's
Participation research conducted in Burundi, DRC and Rwanda (findings will soon be available on
SFCG's website) and discussed what they meant in terms of tangible challenges and opportunities.
Participants brainstormed around the use of tools like FrontlineSMS to enhance interactions
between associations, journalists and radio listeners. They also visited Kigali’s Radio and TV 10,
Isange One Stop Center for SGBV victims, as well as the Genocide Memorial.

The conference closed with the planning of a set of actions for the network to undertake in the
coming six months, leading up to the third regional conference. Such actions include the legal
registration of the network’s statutes in Burundi and development of its operating procedures, the
elaboration of a fundraising system, the dissemination of the Gender Barrier Analyses’ results, as
well as national-level advocacy for the newly created network.

Nigeria: Success through social media

"Isn't Facebook just for dating?" That was the response I got at the beginning of a social media
training session I was running for staff at our partner radio stations in Nigeria. And it's a common
response - particularly from older journalists. So let me tell you a story of success which I use to
convince them otherwise.

It's the story of Rita Egwujovbo, who produces and presents a programme on one of our partner
stations, Hot FM. Called Dateline Abuja, the programme was started by Rita five years ago and sets
out to give local people a voice in how their country is run.

At first, Rita didn't use any social media platforms at all. But after taking part in BBC Media Action
training, she created a Facebook page and group in 2011, mainly to get feedback and encourage
her audience to interact with the programme. What she got was something even better than that.
Through Facebook, her audience has contacted her with stories such as the poor state of sanitation
in their towns or how housing developers are exploiting tenants and potential housebuyers.
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Driving change

Stories like these that that started online have also seen positive action happen offline.

One farmer got in touch with Rita on Facebook to take part in a programme about how the
government could help people like him.

And after the programme, he also used Facebook to tell her the long-lasting impact of taking part
in the show. Using the information he had learned from the programme, he and his fellow farmers
created a cooperative so they could access government funds and succeeded in getting money for
a new tractor.

Another listener used Facebook to ask Dateline Abuja to highlight the condition of a cemetery in
Nyanya, a suburb of Abuja.

It wasn't just overgrown with weeds and choked with rubbish but also a dangerous place to visit
Thieves used the cemetery as a hide-out and ritualists dug up graves to remove body parts and
even attempted to kidnap people.

After the programme featured the story, the cemetery was cleaned and security improved in the
area by Abuja’s Environmental Protection Board.

Social possibilities

So what was the response at the end of the social media training session?

Two female senior journalists from stations in Enugu, south east Nigeria, couldn’t hold back their
excitement. "I thought social media is just for boyfriends and girlfriends," they told me. "I didn't
know that we could use social media for such amazing things as improving our programmes and to
generate revenue."

Zambia: Radio station to help Sinazongwe community rediscover itself

For over five decades, the people of Sinazongwe District in Southern Province have grappled with
numerous socio-economic developmental challenges, top among them low agricultural productivity
due to unfavourable weather conditions, which include an average annual rainfall of below 800
millimetres, with occasional droughts and floods.

This has been coupled with their limited access to information and platforms for multi-stakeholder
engagement to address these challenges.

The inhabitants of this drought-prone area bore the biggest brunt of the construction of Lake
Kariba from 1957 to 1958. Back then, about 57,000 people were displaced from their ancestral
lands in Gwembe Valley on the fertile banks of the Zambezi River to pave way for the construction
of the world’s largest artificial lake. Their relocation to hilly, dry and rocky areas effectively
condemned them to perpetual poverty, making it difficult for them to reconstruct their lives and
regain the livelihoods the lost lands offered.

The many unfavourable weather conditions have confounded most community members doing
peasant farming, mainly cultivating sorghum, millet and maize for household consumption, with a
little bit of livestock ranching and cotton farming. Recurrent crop failure has resulted in the
overexploitation of natural resources like fish and forests.

The poor reception for radio signal has forced community members to occasionally rely on foreign
broadcasts available on shortwave, resulting in them being out of touch with local developments.
Newspaper readership in the area is still low. This has deprived them of access to information on
agricultural produce and markets, weather reports and flood warnings, among other things.
Touched by this plight, a group of volunteers from the Austria-Zimbabwe Friendship Association
(AZFA) sourced equipment to support the establishment of a community radio station that would
advance a pro-poor development agenda and support economic growth in the district.

The consultative process resulted in Panos Institute Southern Africa (PSAf) also partnering with the
AZFA and Sinazongwe community in establishing the station. This was in order for the project to
build on PSAf’s successful establishment of two other community radio stations in Zambia:
Kasempa and Itezhi-tezhi community radio stations, with core support from the Danish
International Development Agency (DANIDA) through the Support to Media in Zambia, Phase Three
and Exit project and additional capacity enhancement support from the German Society for
International Cooperation (GIZ).

Although the establishment of Zongwe FM - as the station will be known - is still work in progress,
the prospect of a local radio station has already brought hope that the community will have a
platform to raise their voices on development issues in the area. The new station is expected to
help the community galvanise individual and collective capacities and the area’s economic potential
in irrigation and husbandry in small ruminants, particularly goats, to turn their fortunes around.
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The station will also provide a platform for cultural renaissance, where community members will be
able to share insights on customs and traditions.

All of this will be achievable through access to vital information required to make informed
decisions and engage duty bearers in informed development discourse, and also share ideas on
socio-economic issues requiring local solutions. Community members have taken the challenge to
mobilise themselves, working with the local leadership to see the dream of a radio station come
true. Chief Sinazongwe is the patron of the project and has expressed unwavering commitment to
see it succeed, while the district commissioner has also supported the various steps taken so far to
establish the station, calling it a blessing to the area.

As a watchdog, gatekeeper and agenda-setter, Zongwe FM is expected to become part of the
district and country’s governance processes by raising awareness of citizens on socio-economic
issues and empowering citizens to hold duty bearers to account.

It is envisaged that the radio station will significantly support efforts by government and other
development actors through initiatives like the Gwembe Tonga Development Project (GTDP) to help
the people of Sinazongwe manage to drive the district's development.

Zambia: Mungu Fm 88.5 MHZ - The Heartbeat & Voice of Southern Africa

Mungu Fm 88.5 MHZ - The Heartbeat & Voice of Southern Africa - is a growing community-based
media organization which began operating in Mongu, Western province of Zambia, in July 2013.
This new radio station is specifically located on the fifth floor at Napsa building in Mongu the
provincial capital of Western Province about six hundred kilometers away west of Lusaka, the
capital city of Zambia. Mungu Fm will be the third one to be established in this province, which has
been rated as the leading region in terms of poverty and underdevelopment by the government.
Poverty levels in this province for the last twenty years have been around 80% or more, thus
affecting other countries in the area.

Recognizing the influence and power of not just radio but community-based radio among the
people of not only Western province of Zambia but Southern Africa as a whole, the founder of this
project thought it wise to create a communication channel or vehicle that will be dedicated to the
dissemination of relevant and up to date information on cross cutting issues in social, cultural,
religious, economics, sports among many others pulling the southern Africa regions development
behind. Specifically, the radio station will produce and air different types of radio programs as well
as news on a 24-hours basis focusing for example on the millennium development goals (MDGs)
including other strategies and initiatives aimed at eradicating poverty and underdevelopment in our
countries/ region.

The first countries targeted in Southern Africa will include Angola, Botswana, Namibia, Lesotho,
Swaziland South Africa and Zambia. The main reason for choosing those seven countries to begin
with is that they share similar cultures and tradition, as well as the three local languages spoken,
being Situana, Sisutu and Silozi. English will also be used, and it was thought that embracing those
mentioned languages might be the beginning of regional integration as wished by regional
organizations such as SADC [Southern African Development Community]; also, communication and
access to information will be relatively easy and, as such, the station looks forward to working with
the regional body in furthering the same.

Furthermore, Mungu Fm will embrace the views and voices, concerns and comments of both the
elite and illiterate people, such as the women, youth, children the elderly as well as the disabled
living in its target countries to interact through radio, and find solutions to their challenges. The
ordinary [economically] poor people living in rural remote communities where they rarely see
microphones and note books and pens before them will be afforded an opportunity to exercise their
fundamental human right of access to information and communication in line with article 20 of the
universal declaration of human rights. On the other hand will be the elite living in the urban
communities of our countries. These programs will be interactive as well as encourage active
participation in many ways. For example, one magazine program is called "Southern Africa -
Yesterday, Today and Tomorrow." Mungu Fm Radio 88.5 MHZ- The Heartbeat & Voice of Southern
Africa- is a huge project which requires different stakeholders to urgently come on board and play
multiple roles as well as put their ideas and resources together with the founders in order to
implement this vision aimed at transforming the Southern African Region through the use of radio,
which is still religiously followed as a traditional means of accessing relevant and up-to-date
information to help make decision as well as actively participate in development discussions.
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Mungu Fm is set to begin full broadcasting online by this month - end 2013. To all development
stakeholders, journalists and others organizations as well as individuals willing to contribute to the
development of Southern African region beginning with Western Zambia forging forward, this is the
best time to partner with us. Moreover for those of you already working in our target countries or
intend to do so we urgently look forward to communicating with you on how we combine efforts.

Somalia: Somalia's Shabelle Radio boss, journalists jailed for report on
rape

Shabelle Media Network's Managing Director Abdimalik Yusuf Mahmud, journalist Muhammad
Bashir Hashi and victim Fadumo Abdigadir, who was raped by journalists working for state-owned
media, have been in jail for the past few days. They were brought before the regional court today.
They were questioned separately by Judge Hashi Ilmi Nuur without any witnesses present during
the interrogation before he ordered that they be returned to jail.

Abdimalik Yusuf Mahmud who was able to talk to Shabelle Radio moments before he was led to jail
said that that it looked to him like today's event was planned in advance.

The female victim who was raped by journalists working for state-owned media had previously
confirmed that she was raped and her rapists are until now walking free in the city streets even
after she confessed that they raped her at gun-point.

Meanwhile the Managing Director of Shabelle Media Network has not been told what crime he is
charged with committing and was only informed by police officials that he is in jail by the order of
the Minister for Interior and National Security.

Whatever the case, Shabelle Radio which has been the only media that reports factually on the
nation has been closed for close to one month by the Somali Federal Government and particularly
upon the directive of Somalia's Minister for Interior and National Security.

Zimbabwe: Constitutional crisis feared in Zimbabwe over delayed media
law reform

The Zimbabwe Media Commission says the country might get into a constitutional crisis if the
government ignores the need to align media laws with the new Constitution.

"We are concerned with the delays by the government to align media laws and access to
information laws," Chris Mhike a commissioner with the Zimbabwe Media Commission told
NewZimbabwe.com at a media consultative meeting which was organized by MISA Zimbabwe and
ended last Friday in Mutare.

"The non-alignment of these particular statutes would obviously result in the inability of citizens
and institutions to fully enjoy their constitutionally enshrined rights.

"If the situation persists we might soon find ourselves in a constitutional crisis whereby the
government fails to honour, respect and fulfil the provisions of the Constitution and obviously a
constitutional crisis is not desirable for any nation."

Mhike also emphasised the need for the establishment of a three-tier broadcasting system in the
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country.

"The constitution is clear on this; that government must implement the three tire broadcasting
system by establishing the Public, Commercial and Community broadcasting," he said.

Although the country has a public broadcaster -the Zimbabwe Broadcasting Corporation (ZBC) -its
mandate as a true public broadcaster is however, contested by free media activists who accuse the
corporation of partisanship.

At the moment government is receiving applications for local commercial radio licences, but it has
not yet called for community radio licences.

Mike said the Commission has written to the Media Information and Broadcasting Services Minister
Jonathan Moyo requesting a meeting.

"We want to congratulate the Minister for the engagement he is having with media stakeholders,"
he said.

"It is a good, and a commendable gesture and we wish he will continue working in that positive
mood. However as ZMC when we meet him we will highlight to him all the concerns which have
been raised by the media industry."

Uganda: Ugandan police arrest three journalists

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Journalists have been the latest victims of the government efforts to remove Kampala Lord Mayor
Erias Lukwago from Kampala Capital City Authority.

Top radio presenter Richard Kasule a.k.a Omuggagga Kamagu was yesterday arrested on grounds
of incitement to violence.

Two other journalists: Halima Asijo Uthuman of Uganda Radio Network and Mulindwa Mukasa, the
chairperson of Human Rights Network for Journalists-Uganda (HRNJ-Uganda), were also detained
at Wandegeya Police Station as they were following up on the arrest of Mr Kasule.

Mr Kasule was picked from Top Radio studios in Bwaise, a Kampala suburb, after he hosted the
deputy lord mayor, Mr Suleiman Kidandala yesterday morning.

The deputy police spokesman, Mr Patrick Onyango, confirmed the arrest on charges of inciting
violence.

"The media department of the Criminal Investigation and Intelligence Directorate is handling his
case and they are getting more evidence from the Uganda Communication Commission for more
charges," Mr Onyango said.

By press time, Mr Kasule had been transferred to Central Police Station.

Ms Uthuman, who was arrested for allegedly taking a photograph of a police officer at the station,
was later released. Mr Mulindwa was still detained by press time.

The arrest comes days after Kampala Resident City Commissioner Samuel Mpimbaza Hashaka
allegedly sent a letter to another local radio station warning them to refrain from hosting Mr
Lukwago.

Mr Mpimbaza allegedly ordered the media station that in case they are hosting an opposition
member, they must have a government official responding to his allegations.

HRNJ-Uganda National Coordinator Robert Ssempala yesterday decried the police action.
"Freedom of speech and expression which include the freedom of the press are constitutional
guarantees which must not be suppressed by political heads for selfish interests," Mr Ssempala
said.

The reason behind Abdimalik's imprisonment is not clear and the government has not yet stated
why he is still in Mogadishu's central prison.

South Africa: Radio Drama Tackles Migrancy, Gender Violence

A series of short radio dramas focused on increasing awareness of the difficulties faced by refugees
and migrants in South Africa are to be broadcast on community stations throughout the country
during the national 16 Days of Activism for No Violence against Women and Children campaign,
which started on Monday.

The radio series are an attempt to highlight why these communities are particularly vulnerable to
gender-based violence. These communities also face challenges when accessing care and
treatment services, says Deborah Walter of CMFD Productions, a Johannesburg-based media
consultancy that helped produce the series.
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While all women and girls face challenges reporting any kind of violence, refugees and migrants
face added barriers of language, lack of knowledge of local systems and rights, not knowing where
to go, few support systems, and at times xenophobic responses, Walter said in a statement on
Tuesday.

Care centres

Change the Story: Refugees and Migrants Speak Against Gender-Based Violence was produced by
CMFD on behalf of Sonke Gender Justice Network, a non-governmental organisation working to
"achieve gender equality, prevent gender-based violence and reduce the spread of HIV and the
impact of Aids".

Sonke has been working with the Department of Justice and Constitutional Development to
promote awareness of the Thuthuzela Care Centres, which have been established by the
government as innovative one-stop facilities offering comprehensive services to victims.

Migrants and refugees are often reluctant to take things further as they are aware of stigma as well
as afraid of getting into more trouble, Walter says. "The care centres offer them safe alternatives,
and Sonke Gender Justice is trying to encourage refugees and migrants to seek out help if they
need it."

A group of 20 refugees, migrants and South Africans collaborated to develop, write, and voice the
three mini-dramas.

Working together

"We created the storylines based on the real-life experiences told during the workshop - about
what has happened to themselves, their friends, their family," Walter said. "The mixed group of
South Africans and non-South Africans stood together to stay no to gender violence, no to sexual
violence and domestic abuse. Working together, we can change the stories, to create a norm
where violence is no longer tolerated, regardless of where anyone is from."

The dramas are accompanied by a series of discussion guides for radio presenters to help them
create stories and host discussions.

Sonke Gender Justice will distribute packages that include CDs as well as the guides to community
radio stations. The three dramas are available as MP3s that may be downloaded free from
www.cfmd.org

Malawi: Nice to Distribute Radio Sets to Deprived Groups

National Initiative for Civic Education (NICE) says it will soon distribute radio sets to deprived
groups in the country so that they access electoral information ahead of the 2014 tripartite
elections.

Nsanje District Civic Education Officer (DCEO) Kondwani Malunga disclosed the development in an
interview with Malawi News Agency (Mana).

DRCongo: Closure of Radio-Television Canal Futur: Two years already

The Radio-Television Canal Futur, [CFTV], a channel belonging to the opponent, Vital Kamerhe, has
remained closed for two years as at Thursday 28 November. The director general of the press
organ, Giscard Kusema, in a communique, condemned the "black-out" inflicted on his media by the
Higher Council of Audiovisual and Communication, [CSAC], the media minister, as well as "obscure
forces."

According to Giscard Kusema, Canal Futur, at the moment, wants to refer the matter to
international jurisdiction to enforce its rights after unsuccessfully exhausting all the avenues at the
national level.

"Since two years, our television channel has been closed on the order of CSAC, who inflicted a
suspension of 10 days on us. Unfortunately, the signal has never been restored."

This channel was closed on the day of the legislative and presidential elections, 28 November 2011,
officially for the broadcast of "statements interfering with an opponent.”

However, on Saturday 21 January 2012, the CSAC chairman, Jean Bosco Bahala, pointed out that
the closure of the RLTV [Radio Lisanga Television] and CFTV, two media close to the opposition, is
not within the competence of his institution charged with regulating the content of the media.
According to him, the handling of the case relating to RLTV and CFTV by CSAC ended since 29
November 2011, without further clarification.

Giscard Kusema maintained that the officials had, since then referred to the media minister,
Lambert Mende, without success. He accused the minister of "changing the ground for complaint
daily."

"Initially, he told us of some administrative problems to settle. A considerable amount was paid to
this effect to the public treasury, more than 20,000 dollars. Unfortunately, this channel was never
re-opened," he condemned.

This situation has led Giscard Kusema to conclude that it has to do with a plot aimed at finally
silencing Radio-Television Canal Futur.

"In two years, we have taken all the steps with the organs of the country. And in return, it is a
guilty silence which shows that there is simply a plot to ensure the disappearance of this media
because of its editorial line and especially the independence of mind of its journalists, who have
made it for this channel to be caricatured by the government as being close to the opposition."
Contacted on Thursday [28 November] by Radio Okapi on this issue, Minister Lambert Mende did
not wish to comment on this case, more so that he is not in the country. Meanwhile, the CSAC
chairman was not reachable.

Lybia: Tripoli radio chief slaying spurs outrage

The head of a Libyan radio station was found dead Sunday (December 1st) in his car, his body
riddled with bullets.

Tripoli FM suspended broadcasting to confirm the assassination of owner Radwan Gariani, saying
he was found in the Ghot al-Roman neighbourhood on the outskirts of Tripoli.

The station launched in 2011 airs Western music.

Reporters Without Borders asked Libyan authorities "to open an investigation as soon as possible in
order to clarify the reasons for the assassination and to identify the perpetrators and bring them to
justice".

"This is new for the capital Tripoli," said Miftah Belaid, Tripoli's Libya al-Jadida newspaper. "Nothing
was stolen, neither his money nor his computer."”

Elementary teacher Leyla Assirri said, "I am a fan of this radio and it has nothing political, only
songs and youth programmes.

"I understood from Rabii Dahan, head of programmes, that he is the father of five girls and had not
received any death threats prior to his murder," she said.

"It makes us wonder about the reasons behind his killing," the Tripoli teacher added.
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According to university student Salma Saad, the slain radio broadcaster "was not a politician but
was pursuing a western approach in terms of culture and entertainment and an Arab one in terms
of diversity and youth programmes".

Libya media suffers, said small business owner Yousef Bin Salem, because it faces closed doors on
one hand and armed militias that do not want to be criticised on the other.

Bin Salem added that the killing of journalists should not take place in a free Libya.

Dr Mustafa Abushagur, former interim deputy prime minister, asked, "Did assassinations move to
Tripoli? Will there be a serious investigation in this case, or will it be like the assassinations in
Benghazi that number well above 100 yet all recorded against unknown?"

"I hold the government and the attorney general responsible for the investigation into this case
and to bring the criminals to justice," Abushagur added.

The owner of Shabeelle media, Mr Abdi Malik Yusuf, and journalist Muhammad Bashir are still being
held in a government prison for weeks without trial.

Parliamentarians, politicians and intellectuals have criticized the Somali government for unlawfully
detaining the journalists and called on the government to release them as soon as possible and
pave way for justice to prevail.

Husayn Hasan Nalaye, a Somali intellectual based in Mogadishu, said it is intolerable for Somali
nationals to be detained for weeks unlawfully.

"We belief that there is a credible government in existence and the government should be the first
to abide by the law. It (government) is doing the complete opposite by unlawfully detaining
journalists without court trials," said Naleya.

Prominent Somali nationals who contacted Shabeelle during a live radio programme include Mr
Dahir Amin Jesow, a current parliamentarian who reminded the government of their responsibilities
to watch over it's citizens and lead by examples by abstaining from oppression towards civilians.
The two Shabeelle staff are still in government custody along with a female journalist who claimed
to have been raped by two state employees.

Africa/Germany: Germany's Deutsche Welle to "expand presence"” in
Africa

On the occasion of the 50th anniversary of DW's Hausa service, Deutsche Welle director-general
Peter Limbourg said that international media have an important role to play in Africa.

"People in Africa expect us to provide not only new perspectives on global issues, but also the
means for education. Journalistic training is also in great demand," said Limbourg. "Deutsche Welle
has been a large part of the media landscape in Africa for decades, where we are seen as a reliable
source of information," he added, noting that it's here that DW reaches half of its 100 million users.
"Africa is a successful market for DW with excellent prospects. As the voice of Germany, Deutsche
Welle carries weight here."

Limbourg also pledged to expand DW's presence in Africa. This includes tailoring the English-
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language radio programmes to satisfy the information needs of the target audiences on the
continent.

On December 5, 2013, DW editor-in-chief Ute Schaeffer, together with Claus Stacker, head of
programmes for Africa, Thomas Mosch, head of the Hausa Service and Klaus Bergmann, director of
international relations, will participate in a media policy discussion in Niamey. The debate will be
opened by Prime Minister Brigi Rafini and will focus on the role of international media in
development and education. One of the prominent panelists will be Yahouza Sadissou, the minister
of communication in Niger, who was until recently a DW journalist in Bonn.

The DW delegation will also meet with representatives of non-governmental organizations as well
as partner stations and present "Crossroads Generation", a new season of the successful "Learning
by Ear" radio programme for Africa. The new series has a strong focus on social issues faced by
young people in daily life. Another point on the agenda is a visit to the IFTIC journalistic training
centre, where DW Akademie is holding a seminar on "conflict-sensitive journalism".

In Sub-Saharan Africa, Deutsche Welle's English-language TV channel DW broadcasts 24 hours a
day. On the radio and online, Deutsche Welle is available in English, French, Hausa, Kiswahili,
Ambharic and Portuguese.

DW has been broadcasting its Hausa radio programmes since 1963. Today, DW Hausa is available
nationwide in Niger on FM via local partner stations. "We want to further develop this form of
reception as well as expand audio distribution on the internet," commented Limbourg. "And we're
also going to intensify interaction and dialogue with our audiences and users." However, he also
stressed that shortwave radio is still an important broadcasting medium in Africa, especially in
countries without freedom of the press.

Africa: Public Broadcasters Still Under Executive Control

An unprecedented eleven country study has concluded that public broadcasting in Africa has a long
way to go if it is to align with continental and regional frameworks, which promote open and free
public spaces where all issues concerning people's lives can be aired and debated.

Entitled On Air: An Overview, the study looks closely at the current status of broadcasting in Benin,
Cameroon, Kenya, Mali, Mozambique, Namibia, Nigeria, South Africa, Uganda, Zambia, and
Zimbabwe and argues that almost all state broadcasters in Africa - save South Africa - are tightly
controlled by governments, with an overbearing executive overseeing the operations of the public
entity.

The study reveals that this negatively impacts on the right to public participation in decision-
making, and undermines transparency and accountability at national levels.

"The study's conclusions are worrisome because while much of Africa has made progress in
opening up democratic spaces for debate and pluralism, the lack of political will to prioritise the
independence of national broadcasters points to executives still wanting to tightly control the levers
of information," said Ozias Tungwarara, Director of the African Governance Monitoring and
Advocacy Project (AfriMAP).
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The study also states that major challenges to democratic progress are linked to archaic laws that
remain on the statue books of many African countries. It states that the existing legislative
framework within which the media generally operate in Africa does not sufficiently provide for
freedom of the media, freedom of information and good governance.

Indeed, it argues that there remains a culture of secrecy, which is based on laws that are intended
to gag the press and intimidate whistle blowers.

It cites countries such as Namibia and South Africa where apartheid-era laws remain on the statute
books despite decades of tremendous progress in relation to building democracy and institutions
that uphold good governance.

In Nigeria, more than a decade after military rule, the nation still has not managed to enact
legislation that reforms the media in line with continental standards, particularly the Declaration on
Freedom of Expression in Africa.

"African governments and lawmakers should stop talking about reforming their media laws and
actually reform them as a matter of urgency, otherwise the process of democratisation will remain
incomplete," said Zoe Titus, Regional Director of the Media Institute of Southern Africa (MISA).
The report also raises alarm over preparedness for the 'digital switchover', which is due to be
completed by 2020. It states that the majority of African Union member states are ill prepared for
the impending technological shift - and it calls for all AU states to engage in a policy discussion that
includes the public.

It warns that the lack of transparency regarding switchover policies, processes and procedures
could lead to rampant corruption, inadequate rollouts of digital systems, poor management of the
technology transfer, over pricing, ill-defined public sensitisation strategies and even lack of access
to basic television programming for people living below the poverty line.

The study is divided into 7 sections: indispensability of public broadcasting; status of state/public
broadcasting; public broadcasting; regulation; digitalization; legislation; and broadcasting reforms.

Liberia: Suspension of Three LBS Employees Condemned

Reporters Association of Liberia (RAL) has condemned what it calls the arbitrary suspension of
three journalists from the state-run Liberia Broadcasting System (LBS).

LBS Management recently suspended the entity's Workers Union leadership in person of Titus
Togba, Alfred Rogers and Richard Manuba for two months with pay cut.

LBS management revealed in a statement that the decision was based on the three officials
"continuous disrespect and a gross insubordination for the senior management."

In a statement issued over the weekend, RAL believes that the suspended officials were not
accorded due-process, and as such, their suspension is illegal, premeditated and counterproductive
to the development of the state broadcaster.

As an institution that believes in the freedom of others, RAL said: "The Union officials' action to
speak for a better working condition for its members was the most prudent decision taken."

"We are of the candid view that our colleagues have their rights to converge and express
themselves against any ill decision that have the potential to hinder their welfare without the
suppression or coercions of anyone," the statement said.

RAL opined that suspending the reporters without a dialogue to address some of their concerns are
not only a disservice to the news department of LBS, but also detrimental to information
dissemination in Liberia.

"Though we do not encourage or condone any act of disrespect by our members against any
management, RAL intoned, but as the largest auxiliary group of the Press Union of Liberia (PUL)
that advocates for the welfare of all reporters across the country, it is pivotal to emphasize that we
are in strong solidarity with our colleagues and all other media practitioners undergoing similar
difficulty."

RAL President Keith Morris is quoted as saying; LBS action is against the policy of the International
Labor Organization (ILO) that speaks about avoiding administrative action against Trade or Labor
Union leaderships in an event of crisis.

However, RAL called for calm and encouraged the management to be opened to dialogue and
discussions aimed at resolving the matter.

The Reporters' statement came as a result of several mediation attempts that failed, largely due to
the refusal of LBS Director General Darryl Ambrose Nmah to resolve the matter in-house.

Liberia: LBS Workers Begin Strike Today

The leadership of the Liberia Broadcasting System Workers Union (LIBSWU) has announced an
indefinite general strike action at the State Broadcaster beginning Monday, December 2, 2013.
The latest decision by the LBS Workers Union is in line with the expiration of a 5-day ultimatum
given the system to pay the workers' allowances and salaries for October and November 2013.
Presently, three senior members of the LBS Workers Union, Titus Tokpak, Alfred Rogers and
Richard Manubah have been suspended for two months each by the Management.

But the Union in a statement released over the weekend, is also demanding seventy-five percent
salary increments for the general workers, amidst a latest leaked Senior Management
Communication signed by the Director General effecting additional increment in allowances of all
top managers and Board Members at the detriment of the State Broadcaster.

According to the statement, all employees of the State Broadcaster, particularly News and Public
Affairs Department, Radio and Television, Rural Broadcasting, Technical and Operations
Departments are strongly advised to stop all works, until further notice.

The LBS Workers Union said this indefinite general strike, also extends to all LBS Technicians
assigned at various sub-stations in Buchanan, Tubmanburg, Gbranga, Vionjaman, Harper and
Zwedru Cities.

The statement quotes the Union's Secretariat as saying the strike will ensure that strategic
broadcasters covering the Executive Mansion, Legislature, the Judiciary and other daily news beats
abandon those assighments.

The union urges Radio announcers with major air-times are also advised to stay away from work in
line with the indefinite general strike.

"Unless the general workers' October and November allowances and salaries with seventy-five
percent increment are paid, the indefinite strike will continue without any interruption,” the union
concluded.

DRCongo: Journalist in Rutshuru detained, accused of planning to
"sabotage" presidential visit

Journalist in Danger (JED) condemns the 72-hour detention of a journalist at the Rutshuru central
prison, located 70 Km from Goma, the capital of North Kivu, in the eastern Democratic Republic of
Congo (DRC).

According to information obtained by JED, Roger Sebyera, a correspondent for Walikale-Radio, was
arrested on 30 November 2013 at around 9:00am by government intelligence officials from
I'Agence Nationale des Renseignments (ANR). The officials took him directly to prison, where he
remains in detention. Sebyera was accused of acting suspiciously while he reported on President
Joseph Kabila's arrival to Rutshuru.

On 29 November, people gathered at a stadium in Rutshuru, where the president was expected to
arrive for a meeting. Sebyera was at the stadium, and was getting in touch with his radio station in
order to ask for cell phone credit, so that he could adequately carry out his report. Two ANR
officials sat next to Sebyera, and suspected that he was a malicious spy who wanted to sabotage
the president's arrival to Rutshuru. The officials proceeded to confiscate the journalist's cell phone
and money. Having remembered what the agents looked like, Sebyera went to the ANR
headquarters in Rutshuru on 30 November, to reclaim his belongings.

"It was in ANR's office that Roger was arrested, then taken to the Rutshuru central prison," Mr.
Musa Bula Sima, Editor-in-Chief of Walikale-Radio told JED. Sima also expressed concern over the
unjustified arrest of Sebyera, who was doing his job by covering the arrival of the president.
Contacted by JED, Mrs. Rubuma, Rutshuru's assistant administrator, said she did not have any
information about the journalist's arrest.

JED strongly condemns this obstacle Sebyera's work and demands his immediate and unconditional
release.

Askebir Gebru, le directeur national pour Radios Rurales Internationales Ouganda, était a Kagadi
pour rencontrer Anthony Lwanga et Ismail Kasoha, les récipiendaires conjoints du Prix des
communications George Atkins 2013. Ce prix, nommé d’aprés le directeur fondateur de RRI, est
décerné chaque année depuis 1991 pour reconnaitre des radiodiffuseurs ruraux pour leur
engagement exceptionnel envers la radio agricole et pour leur contribution a la sécurité alimentaire
et a la réduction de la pauvreté dans les pays a faible revenu.

Le 21 septembre 2013, la station a célébré le 13e anniversaire de sa premiére diffusion, et a
organisé un defilé a I'occasion de la Journée internationale de la paix.

Il s’est joint a la station en 2005, et a
également écrit pour le journal ougandais New Vision. C'est a M. Kasoha qu’on a attribué le
premier reportage sur I'épidémie d’Ebola de 2012 en Ouganda, et un certificat de reconnaissance

Sur le chemin du retour a Kagadi, M. Kasoha a dit: « Quand on est dévoué et qu’on fait le travail,
en faisant passer le service avant soi, on obtient des résultats. Ce prix va me pousser a continuer a
faire plus de programmes, basés sur les agriculteurs, afin de m‘assurer d’atteindre la personne-
cible de la maniére la plus simple et la plus pratique: la radiodiffusion ».

Reporters sans frontiéres s’inquiete de I'attitude de plus en plus intransigeante du Conseil National
de la Communication (CNC), présidé par Monseigneur Joseph Befe Ateba.

"Au cours des deux derniers mois, le CNC a clairement durci le ton envers les journalistes et les
organes de presse en multipliant convocations et suspensions", a déclaré Reporters sans frontiéres.
"Le Conseil fait preuve d’une bonne foi discutable dans ses démarches en convoquant les
journalistes a plusieurs reprises a des dates ou il les sait absent et en les confrontant lors des
audiences a des accusations autres que celles mentionnées sur la convocation. Nous appelons cet
organe de régulation a ne pas outrepasser ses attributions par la menace, la pression et la
censure", a ajouté I'organisation. [...]

Dans les semaines précédant les élections législatives du 30 septembre 2013, le CNC avait
commencé a durcir le ton.

Le 14 septembre 2013, son président avait distribué un guide a destination des journalistes en
période électorales, détaillant toutes les séries de sanctions dont ils feraient I'objet en cas de
manquement a I’éthique et a la déontologie. "Je serai vraiment trés intransigeant”, avait-il affirmé.
Le 5 septembre, plusieurs médias et professionnels de la communication avaient été les cibles de
séveéres sanctions prises par le CNC, allant de la suspension provisoire a la suspension définitive
pour "non respect des dispositions de loi en matiere de communication sociale". Il s’agissait des
journaux The Chronical, The Guardian Post et de leur directeur de publication ; de L'Epervier, de
Radio Sky One et de Peguy Meyong, journaliste a Radio Satellite. Radio Djacom FM a été quant a
elle, définitivement interdite de diffusion.

Institué par la loi n® 90/052 du 19 décembre 1990 relative a la liberté de la communication sociale,
le Conseil National de la Communication est un organe de régulation et de consultation, doté de la
personnalité juridique et de I'autonomie financiére. Il n'a cependant pu exercer pleinement ses
fonctions qu’a partir de I'année 2013, suite aux décrets portant sa réorganisation et nomination de
ses membres, mais qui ne précisent toujours pas les procédures internes qui régissent son
fonctionnement.

Le Cameroun est classé 120éme sur 178 pays dans le dernier classement mondial de la liberté de
la presse établi par Reporters sans frontieres.

Journaliste en danger (JED) proteste et condamne vigoureusement l'incursion d‘un officier de la
Police nationale congolaise dans le studio d’une radio ainsi que les menaces proférées contre deux
journalistes pour les obliger a arréter leur émission.

Selon nos informations, Delphin Kiza et Roger Sibaendire, respectivement journaliste et technicien
a la Radio Télévision Graben (RTGB), une station privée émettant a Kasindi, un territoire situé a
380 Km de Goma, chef-lieu de la province du Nord-Kivu (Est de la RDC), ont été désagréablement
surpris en pleine émission, le mercredi 20 Novembre 2013, par l'incursion dans le studio du
lieutenant OMBA, commandant de la police de ce territoire, qui, avec menaces, leur a intimé 'ordre
d’arréter leur émission.

Les deux professionnels des médias étaient entrain d’animer, vers 10 heures, I’émission intitulée «
citoyenneté » au cours de la quelle ils dénongaient les arrestations arbitraires et I’'existence d'un
cachot privé appartenant au lieutenant OMBA ou les détenus passent parfois plus de 48 heures.

« En choisissant ce sujet de notre émission, nous nous étions inspirés de la derniére prise de
position de la société civile quant a ces arrestations. A notre grande surprise, I'émission a été
arrétée avec I'entrée au studio du lieutenant OMBA qui nous a intimé l'ordre d’arréter I'émission »,
a déclaré Delphin Kiza a JED.

Contacté a son tour, le lieutenant OMBA, a reconnu s’étre rendu a la Radio pour démentir ce que
les journalistes étaient entrain de dire dans leur émission. « Je me suis effectivement rendu a la
station pour démentir les allégations des journalistes, parce que j'étais directement concerné, mais
je n'ai pas usé de la violence. Encore que je n‘avais méme pas d’‘arme sur moi, si ce n’est mon
enfant qui m’accompagnait.», a-t-il dit.

JED exprime toute sa désapprobation face a cette incursion et demande aux autorités militaires et
judiciaires de ce territoire de diligenter rapidement une enquéte sur cet acte qui aurait pu mal
tourner si le lieutenant OMBA était muni de son arme.

La réunion s’est tenue avec |'appui de |'organisation Article 19 et en présence de M. Aidan White,
expert international, Directeur du réseau de journalisme éthique (Ethical Journalism Network, EJN).
Il a été décidé, au cours de cette réunion, de créer une commission qui sera chargée d’élaborer un
code de déontologie devant étre adopté par le conseil de presse comme référence pour
I’établissement des régles relatives a I'autorégulation dans les secteurs de la presse écrite et
électronique, souligne-t-on de méme source.

La commission aura également a préparer un statut fixant la composition, les attributions et le
mode de fonctionnement du conseil de presse. Elle devra remettre son travail avant la fin de

Grand Lacs: Organisation de la 2eme Conférence Régionale « Médias :
Voix pour Tous »

Dans les médias en Afrique c’est souvent la voix des hommes qui prédomine : la plupart des
rédacteurs, des journalistes et des personnes interrogées dans les medias sont des hommes, tandis
que les femmes sont généralement reléguées a « des émissions pour femmes » qui ne passent a
I’'antenne qu’une ou deux fois par semaine. Le projet « Médias : Voix pour Tous », mis en ceuvre
par Search for Common Ground (SFCG) en partenariat avec I’Association Rwandaise de Femmes
Journalistes (ARFEM), I’Association de Femmes Journalistes au Burundi (AFJO), I'Union Congolaise
de Femmes Journalistes (UCOFEM) en République Démocratique du Congo, le Groupe de
Journalistes pour la Paix (GJP) en République du Congo et I’Association des Femmes
Professionnelles des Médias (AFPC) en République Centrafricaine, a pour but de changer cette
dynamique et le paysage des médias africains pour inclure une diversité de voix, y compris celle
des femmes.

Dans le cadre de « Médias : Voix pour Tous », SFCG et ARFEM ont organisé la Deuxieme
Conférence Régionale pour la Promotion des Voix des Femmes dans les Médias des Grands Lacs le
19 et 20 novembre 2013, a Kigali au Rwanda. Cette conférence de deux jours est la deuxieme d'un
total de quatre rencontres régionales. L'’événement a rassemblé 40 participants issus des médias
des cinqg pays, y compris des hommes et des femmes engagés pour produire un changement positif
dans les médias des Grands Lacs.

Pendant la premiére conférence, organisée a Bujumbura en juillet dernier, les Associations de
Femmes des Medias participantes avaient créé un réseau régional de solidarité et de plaidoyer.
Cette deuxiéme conférence a réussi a consolider ce réseau qui porte le nom de « Réseau des
Femmes des Médias des Grands Lacs » et qui compte a présent cing associations fondatrices. Lors
de la conférence, les statuts du réseau ont été accordés et signés par les représentants de ces
associations. D’autres organisations de femmes et médias sont encouragés a rejoindre ce réseau.
En plus de formaliser la collaboration régionale, au cours de ces deux journées, les participants ont
eu l'occasion d’apprendre et de partager leurs expérience. Les résultats clés des Analyses de
Barriéres pour la Participation des Femmes dans les Médias menées au Burundi, RDC et Rwanda
(résultats disponibles tres prochainement sur le site de SFCG) ont été présentés et ont servi
comme base de discussion au sujet des défis et opportunités relevés. Les participants ont aussi fait
du brainstorming autour de I'utilisation des outils tels que le Frontline SMS pour encourager les
interactions entre les associations, journalistes et les auditeurs. Ensemble, ils ont visité la Radio et
TV 10 de Kigali, le centre Isange pour victimes de violence faites aux femmes et le Mémorial du
Génocide.

La conférence a été cloturée avec la planification des actions du réseau pour les six prochains mois
(avant la troisieme conférence régionale), notamment le registre Iégal des statuts du réseau u
Burundi et le développement des procédures opérationnelles, I'élaboration d’un systéme de collecte
de fonds, la diffusion des résultats des analyses de barriéres, ainsi que la stratégie de plaidoyer au
niveau national.

Ouganda: Mama FM, "vous lui prétez toujours une oreille"”

Il est 10h26 a Kampala, la capitale de I'Ouganda. Rose, une boutiquiére qui travaille au marché de
Kiseka, se plaint sur les ondes des hommes qui draguent des dames bien habillées et oublient leurs
femmes. Son appel a provoqué un déluge de réactions sur le sujet.

Bienvenue sur Mama FM, qui, selon les fondateurs, est la premiére station de radio pour les
femmes en Afrique, puisque tous ses postes-clé sont occupés par des femmes. La radio a été
lancée en ao(t 2001 par la directrice exécutive de I’Association ougandaise des femmes des médias
(UMWA), Margaret Sentamu Masagazi, et trois autres femmes.

Entendre les deux sexes

Margaret Sentamu Masagazi décrit les voix des femmes comme la "mélodie manquant dans le son
du développement durable". Margaret, qui est mariée et a deux enfants adultes, affirme que Mama
FM porte ce nom "parce que chaque fois que votre mére vous parle, vous lui prétez toujours une
oreille".

"Nous avons dit qu'elle ne devrait pas étre partiale envers les femmes parce que nous susciterons
des problémes avec les hommes et peut-étre, les hommes n’écouteront pas la station puisqu’elle
appartient aux femmes", a indiqué Margaret.

Mais quand il s'agit des "émissions au cours desquelles les auditeurs interviennent en appelant", il
y a plus d’'hommes qui appellent que les femmes, selon Charles Kabanda, animateur de la radio.
"Certaines hésitent encore, mais il est important (que les femmes aient un réle dans les médias
ougandais) parce que nous avons besoin d’entendre les deux sexes", explique-t-il.

Couverture équilibrée

Combattre les stéréotypes des femmes a la radio et assurer une couverture équilibrée signifient
une formation des deux sexes, souligné Alton Grizzle, spécialiste des programmes en
communication et en information a I'Organisation des Nations unies pour I'éducation, la science et
la culture (UNESCO). "Les recherches ont montré que mettre une femme a la téte d'une salle de
rédaction ne réduit pas nécessairement les perspectives masculines", explique-t-il.

Aujourd'hui, Mama FM émet sur un rayon de 400 km, atteignant plus de 13 millions de personnes
dans le centre, I'ouest, le sud-ouest et I'est de I'Ouganda. Margaret Masagazi a affirmé qu’un
rapport de 2007 de l'organisation Steadman Group a noté qu’environ deux-tiers de la population du
pays savait que la station existait et que prés de 15 pour cent I’écoutait.

Au nombre des sujets en vue, il y a les 'Okwerinda' (problémes de santé) le samedi matin, qui se
concentrent sur la santé de la reproduction, I'hygiéne et le VIH/SIDA. Le programme du dimanche
aprés-midi inclut 'Papa Mama Round Table' (Table ronde Papa Maman), un débat entre les hommes
et les femmes sur la fagon "d'améliorer les relations entre les sexes".

"La voix du citoyen au bout du web", c'est le slogan de Classe.fm, une web radio en Cote d'Ivoire.
Nous annoncions son lancement en juillet dernier, aujourd'hui, nous vous présentons les jeunes
acteurs de cette aventure.

Ils ont entre 23 et 29 ans et ont en commun la passion de la radio. La plupart, pourtant, n'a pas eu
la chance de recevoir une formation en journalisme. Leur réunion s'est faite grace a I'agence E-voir
et Israél Yoroba, avec un but : donner a des jeunes une chance d'étre formés a la radio aprés un
stage de 6 mois — et la chance de participer a la création de cette radio-école unique en son
genre.

Nous les avons rencontrés pendant leur couverture en direct du forum InnovAfrica, a Abidjan.
Julien Appia, 27 ans, a étudié la criminologie. Sa motivation en tant que reporter ? "J'aime
I'information, j'aime ce qui est nouveau, et j'aime en parler." Le domaine qu'il préfere vient de ses
études en criminologie : la cybercriminalité.

En voici un qui n'a pas sa langue dans sa poche. Landry Zahoré, 24 ans, aime donner son avis
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dans ses chroniques sur l'actualité — avec sagesse toutefois, car Landry est étudiant en
philosophie. Celui qui est né a Bassam participe au projet Classe.fm "par conviction et par amour.
L'amour, cette fois de la technique, c'est la raison pour laquelle Pierre Aotto, 25 ans, est le
technicien de la radio. "Pendant les concerts, j'ai toujours regardé les techniciens et leur matos",
raconte Pierre, originaire de Koumassi, une commune d'Abidjan. Il a été sélectionné sans CV, sa
motivation suffisait pour qu'il soit choisi a son poste.

Stéphane Kra, lui, avant la radio, c'est plutot I'anglais qu'il maitrise, puisqu'il a étudié la langue de
Shakespeare a |'Université Alassane Ouattara a Bouaké, dans le centre du pays. L'anglais, c'est
bien, mais, explique le reporter de 25 ans, "quelque part dans ma téte, j'ai toujours voulu faire de
la radio."

Le soleil de Classe.fm, c'est Lazarette Yapi. Outre son investissement dans le travail d'équipe, elle
présente la météo ivoirienne. Cela fait 5 mois que cette jeune femme de 23 ans est a Abidjan, en
provenance de San Pédro. Ce qui la motive dans cette aventure: "C'est un bon projet, ca permet
aux jeunes de s'exprimer."

Un droit de I'hnomme que défend Anselme Blagnon, 26 ans. Il aime, dans son rdle de reporter,
aborder cette question des droits de I'homme, "car il y a des droits qu'il faut respecter pour vivre
en harmonie." Il a également étudié I'anglais, et souhaite, aprés I'expérience Classe.fm, continuer
dans le journalisme.

Une voie que suit "depuis longtemps" Jonas Ehouman, puisqu'il a étudié la communication. Il aime
couvrir toute l'actualité, mais, par-dessus tout, il préfére parler de la vie des populations. Jonas a
29 ans, et est originaire d'Abengourou, dans I'est de la Cote d'Ivoire.

La chef du groupe — méme si elle n'a que le titre de rédactrice en chef adjointe —, c'est Dominique
Eliane Yao, 25 ans. "Classe.fm, c'est une longue histoire, explique-t-elle. Israél Yoroba [le
rédacteur en chef, NDLR] a sollicité mon aide pour participer a la formation des stagiaires." Pour
cela, Dominique Eliane a d( arréter ses activités au sein de Zénith FM, une autre radio d'Abidjan.

La Radio-télévision Canal Futur (CFTV), une chaine appartenant a I'opposant Vital Kamerhe, a
totalisé jeudi 28 novembre deux ans de fermeture.

Le directeur général de cet organe de presse, Giscard Kusema, a dénoncé dans un communiqué le
«black-out » infligé a son média par le Conseil supérieur de I'audiovisuel et de la communication
(CSACQC), le ministre des Médias ainsi que «les forces obscures ».

Selon Giscard Kusema, Canal Futur veut a présent saisir les juridictions internationales pour faire
valoir ses droits aprés avoir épuisé sans succes toutes les démarches au niveau national.

«Depuis deux ans, notre chaine de télévision a été fermée sur ordre du CSAC, qui nous avait infligé
une suspension de dix jours. Malheureusement, le signal n'a jamais été rétabli.»

Cette chaine avait été fermé le jour des élections |égislatives et présidentielle, 28 novembre 2011,
officiellement pour la diffusion des « propos portant atteinte a un adversaire.»

Mais le samedi 21 janvier 2012, le président du CSAC, Jean Bosco Bahala, avait indiqué que la
fermeture de la RLTV et de CFTV, deux médias proches de I'opposition, ne relevait pas de la
compétence de son institution chargée de la régulation du contenu des médias. Selon lui, le
traitement des dossiers relatifs a RLTV et de CFTV par le CSAC étaient terminés depuis le 29
novembre 2011, sans autres précisions.

Giscard Kusema a affirmé que les responsables avaient, depuis lors, saisi le ministre des Médias,
Lambert Mende, sans succes. Il accuse ce dernier de «changer de griefs tous les jours.»

«Au départ, il nous a parlé de problemes administratifs a régler. Un montant important a été payé
a cet effet au trésor public, plus de 20 000 dollars américains. Malheureusement, cette chaine n'a
jamais été rouverte», a-t-il déploré.

Cette situation améne Giscard Kusema a conclure qu'il s'agit d'un complot visant a taire
définitivement Radio-télévision Canal Futur :

«En deux ans, nous avons mené toutes les démarches auprés des instances du pays. Et, en retour,
c'est un silence coupable qui démontre qu'il y a tout simplement un complot pour faire disparaitre
ce média, a cause de sa ligne éditoriale et surtout de I'indépendance d'esprit de ses journalistes,
qui ont fait que cette chaine a été caricaturée par le pouvoir comme étant proche de I'opposition.»
Contacté jeudi par Radio Okapi a ce sujet, le ministre Lambert Mende n'a pas souhaité commenter
ce dossier; d'autant plus qu'il n'est pas au pays. Entre-temps, le président du CSAC n'a pas été
joignable.

Congo: Quand les radios locales s'écartent de leurs fonctions prioritaires

C'est un constat : au lieu de batir leurs grilles de programmes sur des émissions ayant pour finalité
d'amener les populations a participer massivement au développement socioéconomique et
socioculturel du pays, certaines radios sont devenues des instruments de vacarme et
d'ethnocentrisme.

En réalité, ces radios sont ce que veulent en faire leurs propriétaires, et ainsi, sans peut-étre s'en
rendre compte, s'écartent-elles petit a petit de leurs fonctions médiatiques. Il suffit de sillonner nos
sous-préfectures et préfectures et écouter ce qu'elles diffusent : des émissions, qui le plus souvent
n'ont rien a voir avec la grille standard des radios locales qui est celle d'informer, éduquer, distraire
et participer au processus de développement de la contrée. Ces radios dites de proximité cessent
de I'étre en devenant autre chose que cela.

Et pourtant ces radios ont un atout incontestable, celui de parler la langue de la contrée afin que
les émissions d'intérét local et national soient bien suivies et bien comprises par une population
méme analphabéte. Oui, la radio informe, éduque, distrait, mais ces radios sont plus des
instruments de distraction et de diffusion d'émissions alimentant des haines tribales. Elles sont
pour la plupart précipitamment créées lors d'événements, notamment a la veille de campagnes
électorales, et vite fermées aprés quelques mois par manque de conviction médiatique, ou par
déficit d'émissions nodales constituant le vrai centre de gravité d'une radio locale, dite de
proximité.

Alors, voici la question que I'on se posera : a quoi bon créer une radio dans une localité si celle-ci
n'a pas pour mission essentielle de contribuer a la formation de I'opinion locale sur des questions
d'intérét général ? Ces prétendues radios locales sont le plus souvent identifiées a travers des
constats objectifs faits par leurs propriétaires, et elles deviennent donc un instrument de
propagande. Et I'on remarque que si la contrée a une diversité de dialectes, le plus utilisé reste
celui de son propriétaire, les autres sont comme laissés pour compte. C'est de I'ethnocentrisme
médiatique.

Dans les quartiers de nos villes, certains acteurs ont voulu expérimenter ces actions en créant des
radios, mais malheureusement ils sont tombés dans leurs propres piéges, et ces radios n'ont vécu
gue le temps d'une rose par manque d'ambition médiatique bien définie. Or la radio ne devrait pas
avoir comme principe la propagation d'idéaux tribaux, elle est un instrument de formation d'une
saine opinion sur des sujets sociaux, économiques, politiques, éducatifs, culturels, sportifs, et bien
d'autres, ceuvrant pour I'épanouissement a la fois de I'homme lui-méme et du pays.

Ces radios locales devraient s'identifier aux radios communautaires afin de participer au processus
de développement local en facilitant les prises de décision tenant compte des limites et contraintes
identifiées qui entravent ledit processus. Une radio locale digne de ce nom peut faire prendre
conscience aux populations de tares socioculturelles qui sont des obstacles au développement. La
création de ces radios tend a devenir une mode, c'est par snobisme qu'elles sont créées, et sans
ambitions communicationnelles définies.

Dans cet océan de médias locaux présentant des tableaux teintés d'ambitions éloignées des
fonctions normatives d'une radio locale, il y en a bien qui sortent la téte de I'eau et s'efforcent
d'amener les populations de la contrée a participer au processus de développement a travers une
grille de programmes bien choisis, avec des émissions en vernaculaire suscitant une grande
adhésion populaire. C'est de ce genre de radios locales que le pays a besoin.

Le corps criblé de balles du directeur d'une radio libyenne a été découvert le dimanche ler
décembre dans sa voiture.

Tripoli FM a suspendu ses programmes pour confirmer I'assassinat de Radwan Gariani, son
propriétaire, annoncant qu'il avait été retrouvé dans le quartier de Ghot al-Roma, dans les
faubourgs de Tripoli.

Cette station, lancée en 2011, diffuse de la musique occidentale.

Reporters sans Frontiéres a demandé aux autorités libyennes "d'ouvrir une enquéte dans les
meilleurs délais pour clarifier les raisons de cet assassinat et d'identifier ses auteurs afin de les
amener devant la justice".

"C'est un fait nouveau a Tripoli, la capitale", a commenté Miftah Belaid, du journal Libya al-Jadida
de Tripoli. "Rien n'a été volé, ni son argent, ni son ordinateur".

Leyla Assirri, enseignante en école élémentaire, a déclaré : "Je suis fan de cette radio et elle n'a
rien de politique, seulement des chansons et des émissions pour les jeunes".

"J'ai compris d'apreés les propos tenus par Rabii Dahan, le directeur des programmes, qu'il était
pére de cinq filles et qu'il n'avait jamais recu de menaces de mort avant son assassinat", ajoute-t-
elle.

"Cela nous pousse a nous interroger sur les motivations cachées de ce meurtre", explique cette
enseignante de Tripoli.

Selon Salma Saad, étudiante a l'université, I'hnomme de radio décédé "n'était pas un homme
politique, mais poursuivait une approche occidentale en termes de culture et de loisirs, et une
approche arabe en termes de diversité et de programmes pour les jeunes".

Les médias souffrent en Libye, indique Yousef Bin Salem, directeur d'une petite entreprise, parce
que, d'un coté, les portes se ferment devant eux et que de I'autre, les milices armées ne veulent
pas étre critiquées.

Bin Salem ajoute que le meurtre de journalistes ne devrait pas avoir lieu dans une Libye libre.

Le docteur Mustafa Abushagur, ancien vice-Premier ministre par intérim, s'interroge : "Est-ce que
les assassinats se sont déplacés a Tripoli ? Y aura-t-il une enquéte sérieuse dans cette affaire, ou
est-ce que ce sera comme pour les assassinats a Benghazi, qui s'élévent a plus de cent et dont les
auteurs restent encore non-identifiés ?"

"Je considére que le gouvernement et le ministre de la Justice sont responsables de I'enquéte dans
cet affaire et qu'ils doivent traduire les criminels en justice", ajoute Abushagur.

RDC: Un journaliste est détenu et accusé de vouloir saboter I’arrivée du
président

Journaliste en danger (JED) s'insurge contre la détention, depuis 72 heures, d'un journaliste a la
prison centrale de Rutshuru, territoire situé a 70 Km de la ville de Goma, chef-lieu de la province
du Nord-Kivu a I'Est de la RDC.

Selon les informations parvenues a JED, Roger Sebyera, correspondant a Rutshuru de Walikale-
Radio, a été arrété, samedi 30 novembre 2013 vers 9 heures, par des agents de I'Agence Nationale
des Renseignements (ANR) qui I'ont directement acheminé a la prison ou il est encore détenu. II
est reproché au journaliste d'avoir affiché une attitude suspecte lors de son reportage sur l'arrivée
du Chef de I'Etat Joseph Kabila a Rutshuru.

Vendredi 29 Novembre 2013, la population locale attendait le Président de la République au stade
de Rutshuru ou il devait tenir un meeting. Le journaliste Roger Sebyera qui travaillait pour le
compte de Walikale-Radio, était en communication avec sa radio aupres de laquelle il sollicitait du
crédit —-téléphone pour bien réaliser son reportage. A coté de lui, il y avait deux agents de I'Agence
Nationale de Renseignements (ANR) qui l'ont soupgonné d'étre un éclaireur malveillant qui voulait
saboter l'arrivée du Chef de I'Etat dans le territoire de Rutshuru. Sur-le-champ, les deux éléments
de I'ANR lui ont ravi son téléphone et la somme de cing dollars qu'il avait. Connaissant bien le
visage de ces ravisseurs, le journaliste s'est rendu le samedi 30 Novembre 2013 au bureau de
I'ANR/Rutshuru pour réclamer son téléphone et son argent.

"C'est dans les bureaux de I'ANR que Roger a été arrété, puis acheminé a la prison centrale de
Rutshuru," a déclaré a JED M. Musa Bula Sima, Rédacteur en chef de Walikale-Radio qui s'est dit
inquiet de I'arrestation injustifiée de leur correspondant qui était a son lieu de reportage pour
couvrir I'arrivée du Chef de I'Etat.

Contactée par JED, madame Rubuma, administrateur du territoire- adjoint a dit n'avoir aucune
information concernant I'arrestation d'un journaliste.

JED condamne énergiquement cette entrave au travail des journalistes par des agents zélés et
exige sa libération immédiate et sans conditions.
