Configuration of radio stations & media centres

Unesco in collaboration with DaniCom and Niels Worsoe issued in 2004 a practical guide to
procurement of technical equipment for community media institutions

The principle of this handbook is that it should be made easy for community media initiatives to get
started although the initial budget might be very limited. The idea behind the proposed
configurations is modular: the basic equipment is identical whether it is for a small community
radio or for a regional station. Thus, upgrading is a matter of adding equipment - not substituting
it. In other words, it will never be a waste of resources to start with a modest technical solution,
because it can always be expanded or upgraded.

Four types or levels of stations are proposed: Micro station (1 W transmitter; a very basic studio);
Village radio station (30 W transmitter; one studio), Community radio station (150 W transmitter;
one studio) and Regional radio station (2 kW transmitter; 2 studios; OB transmitter system, etc.).
For each level, the document offers a listing of the technical specifications and prices: “Micro
radio”: between US$ 773,00 and 1.132,00; “Village radio”: US$ 7.766,00; “Community radio”: US$
18.330,00 ; “Regional radio”: US$ 98.448,00.

Burundi: Burundi private radio on air after 24-hour suspension

The privately owned Radio Public Africaine (RPA) resumed broadcasting on Monday [14 February], 24 hours after Burundi's
National Communication Council (NCC) suspended its operations.

Citing defamation, the council on Saturday [12 February] also ordered the private news agency, NetPress, to close for seven
days. In a letter to the director of the station, the council accused RPA of slandering a number of citizens without giving
them the right to response. It claimed the station had misled public opinion by misquoting a former head of state, Jean
Baptiste Bagaza, on 11 December 2004. The council accused NetPress of libel, saying it had accused the chairman of the
national committee for the rehabilitation of war victims, Frederic Bamvuginyumvira, of diverting aid intended for the hunger-
stricken people of the eastern province of Muyinga. The chairman of the Burundi Union of Journalists, Augustin Kabayabaya,
expressed his surprise at the council's readiness to shut up critical media at every occasion. Kabayabaya called the action
against the media an extreme measure since "it punishes not only the journalists, but also their audience".

Kabayabaya said the council's job was not only to punish, but to also promote the press, "which it never does".

The council has been accused of acting under the orders of the government. The president appointed its members, who
include some representatives of media associations.

Togo: More Private Media Stations Closed

Togo's crackdown on private media stations continued Tuesday [15 February] with the announcement that one television
and three radio stations have been shuttered for "financial reasons".

Jacques Djakouti, president of the national organization of private media, said that Radio Square Youth, Zion Radio and Zion
Television were all closed for failure to pay their license fees, which range up to 750,000 CFA francs (1,143 euros) annually.
The three stations all have nominal ties to the opposition parties who have contested the handover of power in the tiny west
African republic to the son of long-time strongman Gnassingbe Eyadema, a violation of the constitution they call a coup
d'etat.

Also closed Tuesday (15/02/2005) was the Muslim radio network, Radio Djabal'nour.

Tuesday's closures bring to eight the number of private media networks that have been shuttered in the 10 days since Togo
lurched into constitutional crisis in the hours following Eyadema's death 5 February.

Reporters sans frontiéres s'éleve contre la vague de censure qui frappe les radios et télévisions privées du Togo depuis la
prise du pouvoir par Faure Gnassingbé, dénoncant les procédés autoritaires et hypocrites des autorités pour parvenir a faire
taire les voix discordantes.

"Les intentions des autorités sont désormais claires : réduire au silence les voix indociles", a déclaré l'organisation.

Depuis la mort du président Gnassinghé Eyadéma et la prise du pouvoir par son fils, Faure Gnassingbé, sept radios et deux
chaines de télévision privées ont été fermées sous des prétextes changeants, allant de « l'incitation a la révolte » a des «
raisons fiscales ». Dans un communiqué diffusé le 16 février par la radio publique, 'ART&P a déclaré que cette vague de
fermetures « avait été programmée de longue date et avait été discutée avec le représentant de I'Union des radios et
télévisions libres du Togo (URATEL) il y a au moins six mois ». Le texte de I'ART&P explique que « malgré les mises en garde
répétées au président de 'URATEL, une soixantaine de radios et télévisions sur les 87 radios et télévisions privées n'ont pas

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daigné honorer leurs obligations ». L'ART&P prévient enfin que « ce programme s'étendra dans les prochains jours a toutes
les radios et télévisions de l'intérieur qui ne sont pas en regle ».

Interrogé par Reporters sans frontiéres sur ce communiqué, Jacques Djakouti, président de 'URATEL, a confirmé que des
négociations avaient bel et bien été engagées entre 'ART&P et les médias débiteurs. « De nombreuses radios ont proposé
un échéancier et ont commencé a payer leurs dettes quand les négociations ont été brutalement interrompues il y a
quelques jours, a-t-il déclaré. D'un seul coup, on a exigé le versement immédiat et intégral de toutes les redevances. »

Nigeria: VOA Opens New Reporting Centre in Kano

The Voice of America which reaches millions of Nigerians through its Hausa language service has officially launched a new
reporting centre in Kano.

The centre is a digital broadcasting facility that allows VOA's Hausa Service to broadcast a weekly, health oriented youth
radio programme, Karamin Sani, (Little Knowledge is Dangerous) and will also enable reporters in Kano to file news and
information using state of the art equipment.

According to a statement from the Public Affairs Section of the United States Embassy in Abuja, the Kano Centre where five
Hausa language reporters are based, is funded through an agreement with the United States Agency for International
Development, (USAID) Nigeria mission.

Under an Inter-Agency Agreement, USAID/Nigeria provided VOA/IBB $310,000 in Fiscal Year 2003-2004 to support health
and educational programming for VOA's Hausa Service.

"We are very excited about this new centre, which will help us provide important and timely information about health issues
and other topics to our Hausa speaking audiences and we want the center to be a beehive of activity for both broadcasting
and training" said VOA Director David Jackson.

The official opening of the centre also coincides with a workshop for female journalists focusing on health including HIV/
AIDS, polio, tuberculosis, leprosy, Malaria and other epidemics. VOA started Hausa broadcasts in 1979 and broadcasts daily
for 90 minutes Monday through Friday and for one hour over the weekend.

SADC Countries: Course on Covering African Continent in May

Journalists in Southern African countries can apply for a training course that covers various issues important to covering
news on the continent.

The NSJ Media Training Trust is organizing the course, scheduled for May 9 to 20 in Swaziland. It is open to journalists from
countries in the Southern African Development Community (SADC).

The trust says the training will help participants develop a more critical understanding of the media and news production.

In particular, the training will take a closer look at the typically negative media portrayals of a “dark” and “hopeless” Africa.
Participants will discuss how the news media helps maintain the image of Africa as poor, starving and dirty. Organizers say
they hope to show journalists the positive developments taking place on the continent.

The training will offer tips on covering the African Union, HIV and AIDS, and development, among other issues. They also
will talk about ethics, the importance of local coverage, ideologies built into language.

The Southern African NSJ Media Training Trust is an independent institute jointly run by the Federation of African Media
Women, the Media Institute of Southern Africa, the Southern African Broadcasting Association, the World Association for
Community Radio Stations in Africa, and associated journalism schools in the SADC and Nordic regions.

Content: Introduction to ideologies in language; critical analysis of the use of language in the media: Africa as a ‘dark’
‘hopeless’ continent, basket case and media representation of Africa as a poverty stricken, starving and dirty continent, and
how and why local media reproduce these images. Other topics include: ethics, coverage of superpower stories as against
local coverage, etc.

Eligibility: This is a two-week one-module course open to SADC journalists.

Elle est suivie en quatre langues nationales, notamment le Swahili, le Tshiluba, le Lingala et le Kikongo, sans oublier le
Francais qui est la langue officielle de la Rdc.

Ses principaux animateurs sont de jeunes gens enthousiasmes et motivés. lls sont une centaine a couvrir l'actualité sur
I'ensemble du territoire congolais. Ces confreres sont décidés d'accompagner le peuple congolais dans le processus de
transition et de paix et leur donner toutes les informations sur la vie quotidienne, sans pour autant oublier la joie, la musique,
la culture et le plaisir tout court ! En plus des pages sportives, musicales et culturelles, les émissions appréciées par les
auditeurs sont les informations, «le dialogue entre Congolais». Aujourd'hui, trois ans aprés, Radio Okapi dispose, outre le
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studio principal a Kinshasa sur I'avenue des Aviateurs, dans la commune de la Gombe, de 7 stations régionales en plus de
celle de Kinshasa.

«L'aventure de Radio Okapi», comme on aime le dire dans ces milieux, est le fruit d'une ambition partagée par ses deux
fondateurs : les Nations Unies, principalement la Monuc et la Fondation Hirondelle, une Ong suisse spécialisée dans des
projets de médias dans les pays en crise. Radio Okapi est I'un des plus grands projets radiophoniques que les Nations Unies
et la Fondation Hirondelle aient conduit a ce jour.

LE 30 JUIN 2005,ET ALORS!

Au moment ol cette radio féte ses trois ans d'existence, la question lancinante qui revient régulierement sur les levres de la
population qui est friande des émissions de Radio Okapi : que va-t-il advenir de cette fréquence aprés le 30 juin 2005 ? Cette
grande radio s'est taillé une place au soleil et les gens ont énormément confiance en cette radio objective qui va les
accompagner jusqu'aux élections et poursuivre son action, méme au-dela de la transition. Apres cette période transitoire,
dans quel cadre juridique va-t-elle évoluer ? Quels types de matériels va-t-on utiliser ? Quel en sera le codit et couvrira le
financement ? Avec quel personnel ?

La direction de Radio Okapi s'emploie a mettre en place le mécanisme pour passer d'une «radio de crise en une radio
nationale d'un Etat démocratique».

Africa: There is a need to revisit community radio funding approach

World Association of Community Radio Broadcasters for Africa region (AMARC Africa)'s Lettie Longwe says the question
financing ICT for development is not only a central issue but the question of a access , infrastructure, connectivity ,language
,education and human capacity should also be given much emphasis. Speaking on behalf of the Civil Society Intervention on
Financing Community Radio Fund for Africa in Geneva, Switzerland Longwe said the only room for improvement in existing
funding mechanisms is that a new international fund for Community Media should have immediate and strategic impact in
the contribution of communications to the achievement of the Millennium Development goals. She says their experience,
approaches in investment in community media is often not flexible to the actual needs and demands of community media.
However she observed that there has been success in small project-based investment but new approaches are needed to
address the challenges that are scaling-up. She further said that the degree of competition among donors which is not
always helpful and perceived to have been perpetuated by lack of experience in community media field need to be
addressed with better coordination. She proposed that establishment Community Radio Fund in Africa should complement
the Digital Solidarity Fund with the high level of flexibility and minimum of bureaucracy.
