TRAINING PROGRAMME FOR 2006

1. Broadcast Media Management (Modular)

Part | - Date: 5 -17 June 2006

Part Il — Date: 30 November — 10 December 2006

Venue: Rhodes University, South Africa

The aim of the course is to help participants to apply sound management principles at their
broadcasting stations.

This is a two-part course of two weeks each. Generally, the course is open to journalists in senior
management positions in electronic media. However, women who are currently not in management
positions but who intend to take up such positions in the near future may be considered for
selection.

Content: Introduction to Management theories and principles; Trends in business leadership;
strategic planning; business marketing; broadcast media economics; managing newsroom conflict;
SADC ownership patterns.

Eligibility: Journalists in Broadcast management positions or aspiring to occupy such positions.
Women are especially invited to apply. Selected women applicants will be awarded full scholarship
to participate in the course.

Closing date: May 5, 2006

Part Il - Date: 30 November — 10 December 2006

Venue: Rhodes University, Grahamstown, South Africa

Content: Financial planning and budgeting; human resource management and team building;
performance appraisals; job analysis; motivation and leadership; audience research, managing
newsroom conflicts; media theory: public service broadcasting in a democracy

Eligibility: Those who participated in Part 1 of the course.

2. Mozambique: Reporting HIV and AIDS workshops

Date: South Region: 27-30 March 2006

Central Region: 3 - 6 April 2006

North Region: 10 - 13 April 2006

Venue: Mozambique

The HIV/AIDS pandemic has, in Sub- Saharan Africa, become one of the most significant factors
influencing the well being of women, men and children. The pandemic continues to kill millions
people around the world. The life expectancy in Sub-Saharan Region is today around 40 years, as
opposed to a projected 75 years without the AIDS epidemic.

Communication holds the key to containing HIV transmission and coping up with the effects of
AIDS pandemic. Several media training initiatives focusing on HIV awareness have been convened
for the media. Yet many journalists and media practitioners face much of the reporting on HIV and
AIDS with the challenges of high level of ignorance and lack of research skills.

Most communities in SADC have received messages about the HIV and AIDS but they have not
‘heard’ it. This course is aimed at improving the performance of journalists on the coverage of HIV
and AIDS related issues. The course is targeted at journalists working in Mozambique.

Eligibility: All Mozambican journalists from print media, broadcast media and community radio are
eligible to apply.

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3. Skills for Broadcasters

Date: 18 — 29 September 2006

Venue: South Africa

This is a two-week one-module course open to SADC journalists.

The course aims at providing practising electronic media journalists with creative writing skills for
the ear (radio) and for the eye (television).

Content: Among others, participants will be introduced to topics such as basics of broadcast
journalism and practical skills for both radio and television journalists. The highlight of the course
will be on presentation and script writing.

Outcome: Participants shall develop a flexible and practical approach to broadcast formats and
presentations.

Eligibility: Radio and television journalists with three years experience.

Closing date: August 14, 2006

4. Zambia: Reporting Elections

Date: To coincide with national election dates

Venue: Zambia

This two-week course will prepare professional journalists on election and democracy reporting for
journalists from countries having election.

Content: Among other topics be covered are the role of media in reporting elections; election
system; electoral processes; pre-election reporting, reporting on the electorate; and covering
elections.

Eligibility: Journalists with three-year experience from countries having elections in 2006.

Closing date: Two months before the elections.

5. Media and Child Participation

Date: 2 - 13 October 2006

Venue: Swaziland

Millions of children are in danger of being orphaned or infected by HIV and AIDS, abused by adults,
sexually exploited and made vulnerable through natural disasters and situations of conflict.

The media can help alleviate the suffering of children and assist them become aware of what is
happening in their communities and their world. By providing children and marginalised
communities in SADC countries with a platform to speak out, the media will also promote and
strengthen participatory democracy.

This course aims to equip participants with the ability to understand, analyse and report
professionally on issues relating to child’s rights and children’s issues as well as with the skills of
communicating with children as media consumers. The main focus is to equip the participants with
appropriate journalistic skills for the writing of effective feature stories covering children’s themes
such as child labour, child prostitution, child survival and development, children and nutrition, safe
motherhood, education for the girl child, water and sanitation, child soldiers, plight of children in
SADC, AIDS orphans, etc.

Eligibility: This is a two-week course open to SADC journalists.

Sudan: First Independent FM Radio Station in Juba

The people of southern Sudan are celebrating the establishment of its first independent FM radio
Station in the town of Juba by a Ugandan based British national.

Gordon Bell, the executive director of Information Outreach, established Liberty 89 FM together
with the former Mayor of Juba, Mr Peter Yata.

Gordon owns radio stations in Tororo and Moroto and a television station in Lira [northern Uganda].
"The radio station is a new thing in the area, people are very excited," Yata told Daily Monitor in
Lira shortly before leaving for Sudan in a Land Rover on Tuesday.

Previously Juba had one radio station that broadcast mostly Arabic and Islamic programmes.

Mali: Radio Bridges Communications Gap

The Malian communities of Bourem Inaly, Lerneb and Almoustarat had long dreamed of finding a
way to exchange information. That dream came true in June 2005 when USAID inaugurated a new
radio station in each community, thus bridging the communications gap.

USAID helped create new FM radio stations for 14 remote communities in northern Mali, an area
that is prone to conflict and suffers from extreme poverty and scarcity of natural resources. The
communities were each given a comprehensive community radio package, including an FM radio
transmitter, two-way communication radio transceiver, satellite receiver, television, satellite dish
and VCR. Designed to create an instant multi-purpose communication center, the packages allow
stations to communicate with each other, broadcast prerecorded messages via satellite and play
cassettes. The communities also receive training in technical operations and journalism, as well as
guidance in how to set up radio theater groups and youth listening clubs. Communities also learn
how to create management committees, which oversee all aspects of the stations' administration
and financing.

Today the radio stations broadcast programs on a range of issues in the community interest,
including terrorism, religion, peace building, voter education, democracy, decentralization,
women's empowerment, agriculture, natural resources management, health, education and local
and world news.

RCA: Central African Republic bans music of misogyny

The Central African Republic has ordered radio and television stations to stop broadcasting songs
which encourage men to dump their wives, saying such music is a hindrance to the country's
development. Broadcasters had been told not to play any music which might inspire Central African
men to look for new partners if the ones they were married to no longer satisfied their needs,
interim Communications Minister Fidele Ngoundgika said.

"It's out of the question that music of misogynist character should be allowed to ride roughshod
over questions of equality and the respect of the Central African woman," Ngoundgika said. "The
Central African woman is a key part of the country's development,” he told reporters.

Polygamy is legal in the former French colony, one of the world's poorest countries, with men
allowed to marry up to four wives. Women only gained the right to vote in 1986 and female genital
mutilation, although outlawed, is common in rural areas.

Reporters Without Borders today welcomed the resumption of FM broadcasts by Radio France
Internationale (RFI) in Nouakchott after a ban imposed in October 2000 was lifted. The authorities
gave the go-ahead at the end of a visit to Nouakchott by RFI’'s deputy director for international
relations, Jean-Marc Belchi.

Mauritania’s military leader, Col. Ely Ould Mohamed Vall, had told Reporters Without Borders
during a meeting in October that he would lift the five-year-old ban, promising a return to “the
situation that existed when broadcasts were suspended.”

Talks are also under way with Mauritania’s national radio station about the construction of a radio
mast that would enable RFI to extend the area covered by its FM broadcast to include the western
city of Nouadhibou. Retransmission of the broadcasts of RMC Moyen-Orient, an RFI offshoot, is also
planned.

Africa: Peace Building Guide for Youth Radio

A new guidebook to be released in January is aimed at helping African radio stations — the
continent’s most influential medium — encourage peace through the use of youth programs.

The guidebook is a publication of the Radio for Peacebuilding Africa (RFPA) program, organized by
the U.S.-based NGO Search for Common Ground. The program also has included surveys of radio
journalists, training workshops, and training materials for radio staff and media schools in Africa.
This latest guidebook focuses on youth radio and its potential to prevent conflict through reporting.
The ideas came from a training session that took place in early September 2005, with youth
presenters and producers from 12 Sub-Saharan countries.

The guide will make several recommendations to build peace through youth radio. These include
using on-air role-playing to elicit solutions, and making programs fun for young people and
encouraging their participation.

The guidebook also recommends that young producers work to understand all of the elements of a
particular conflict before reporting on it. RFPA released a guidebook on the same topic for radio talk
shows in November.

Africa/Ethiopia: AU to establish African radio, TV stations

The African Union (AU) said preparations were well under way to establish an inter-African radio
and television stations.

The establishment of the stations would create opportunities to transmit the continent's socio-
economic, cultural and other features using satellite, the commissions information and
communication bureau head madam Habiba Majiore said.

The discussion of expertise has been held in Cairo, Egypt to establish African radio and television
stations, she said, adding that the establishment of the stations will be presented to ratification by
African countries’ summit.

The stations to be established in Cairo, Egypt will transmit programmes in English, French, Arabic,
and Portuguese languages, she said, adding that the stations would transmit programmes in
African vernaculars in the future.

According to the head, the Egyptian government has pledged to provide studios and technical
equipments necessary for the establishment of the stations.

The head told Haleta, a newspaper of the Ethiopian Mass Media Training Institute, that African
Union needs its own media to depict the good feature of the continent.

The Seventh Day Adventist Church radio station has gone operational. The radio station called, "1l
est ecrit" was inaugurated by the Secretary General at the Ministry of Communication, Laurent
Antoine Medjo Mintom. The radio which is another fruit of the liberalisation of the audiovisual in
Cameroon, will broadcast in Yaounde and its outskirts. Well furnished to meet its goals, the radio
has a broadcast capacity of 2000 watt. Radio "Il est ecrit" is the first Adventist Radio station in the
Central African sub region. In 2003, it was attributed the frequency modulation, 92.4 megahertz.
Speaking at the inauguration ceremony, the president of the union of the 7th Day Adventist
Church, Sylvain Ballais, pleaded to the Ministry of Communication to continue supporting the radio.
" A newly born radio needs all the assistance it can have, in order to be well integrated in the
audiovisual world" Sylvain Ballais reiterated.

"Il est ecrit" is a religious radio station whose principal objective is to increase and promote
spiritual and moral awareness amongst Cameroonians. Broadcast is done each day from 5:30 am
to 9 pm. All aspects have been put in place to ensure a smooth run of the programmes. The radio
will be managed by five journalists, three technicians and an administrative staff.

Young Empowered and Healthy (YEAH) has been airing a radio serial drama, Rock Point 256,
throughout the country on various radio stations in several languages.

This radio drama, which was launched in July this year, was designed to help reduce HIV/AIDS
among young people.

The weekly radio serial drama airs on nine radio stations in four languages; English, Luganda, 4Rs
and Luo. The stations are KFM (93.3), Radio Simba (97.3), Buddu FM (98.8), Radio West (100.2),
Voice of Toro (101), Voice of Kigezi (89.5), Voice of Teso (88.4), Mega FM (102), Lira FM (95.3)
and Kiira FM (88.6).

YEAH was initiated by Uganda AIDS Commission in 2004 with funds from USAID and in
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collaboration with key stakeholders to campaign for HIV/AIDS and sexual reproductive health
among people aged 15-24 years.

In the spirit of partnership and collaboration, several organisations are taking YEAH to all regions.
Save the Children in Uganda is coordinating other organisations in the north, AIDS Information
Centre in South western Region, while Student Partnership Worldwide (SPW) will coordinate YEAH
activities in eastern Uganda.

RDC: Synergie des radios associatives et communautaires de Bukavu et
Kisangani

Du 15 au 19 décembre 2005, six radios communautaires de Bukavu (Province du Sud-Kivu) et cing
de Kisangani (Province Orientale) assureront, en synergie, la couverture de la campagne électorale
et du déroulement du référendum prévu le 18 décembre prochain, illustrant ainsi leur implication
active dans la médiatisation des processus électoraux en RDC.

Le principe de cette synergie, inspirée de I’expérience réussie des médias burundais lors des
élections de 2005, est d’amener plusieurs radios des deux provinces a collaborer sur la production
et la diffusion d’émissions de qualité, afin d’offrir aux auditeurs et électeurs une information
compléte et objective sur les scrutins électoraux.

Cette démarche collective vise aussi a affirmer le réle de contre-pouvoir de ces jeunes médias de
proximité via I’éventuelle dénonciation de fraudes avérées et la lutte contre toute tentative de
manipulation ou de pressions sur leurs journalistes.

Pour mener a bien cette synergie, six radios de Bukavu (Radio Neno la Uzima, Best Radio, Radio
Maria, Radio Maendeleo, Radio Maranatha, Radio Rehema) et cing de Kisangani (Radio Mwangaza,
Radio télévision Viens et Vois, Radio télévision pécheurs d’hommes, Radio télévision évangélique
de développement intégral, Radio Amani) ont envoyé a deux rédactions centrales, basées dans les
locaux de Radio Maendeleo (88.7 mhz) a Bukavu et dans ceux de Radio Amani (101 mhz) a
Kisangani, leurs meilleurs journalistes et techniciens. Secondées par des correspondants
disséminés sur le territoire et deux journalistes du centre Lokole placés aux sieges de la Monuc et
de la CEl, les deux équipes des rédactions centrales proposent et réalisent des émissions qui sont
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reprises en direct pour étre diffusées par toutes les radios partenaires de la synergie. En outre, le
coordinateur de la synergie des médias au Burundi assistera I’équipe basée a Radio Amani afin de
partager son expérience.

Cette opération conjointe de 11 radios communautaires est pleinement suivie par la Haute des
médias (HAM), institution citoyenne d’appui a la démocratie chargée du suivi des médias pendant
la période électorale. Elle intervient en effet aprés I'acceptation, par la HAM, le 2 décembre 2005,
du recours de I’Association des radios communautaires et associatives (Arco), concernant le droit
des radios dans les provinces, de couvrir le processus référendaire et de produire des émissions sur
ce sujet.

Zimbabwe: Police raid independent radio station

A police raid on a private radio station in Zimbabwe has been condemned as an attack on media
freedom.

Police and officials from the Broadcasting Authority of Zimbabwe (BAZ) on Thursday raided the
country's only private broadcasting company, confiscated computers and arrested three Voice of
the People (VOP) reporters in the capital, Harare.

The Committee to Protect Journalists (CPJ) said this showed the government's "utter intolerance
toward anyone challenging the state's monopoly on news and opinion".

Jacob Mafume, a lawyer for the radio station, told IRIN that the reporters - Maria Nyanyiwa,
Takunda Gwanda and Nyasha Bosha - were taken into custody and charged under the controversial
Access to Information and Protection of Privacy Act (AIPPA), and the Broadcasting Act.

Zimbabwe: Descente de police contre la radio privée Voice of the People

Reporters sans frontieres est révoltée par la descente de la police zimbabwéenne dans les locaux
de Harare de la radio privée Voice of the People (VOP), le 15 décembre 2005, la saisie de ses
équipements et I'arrestation de trois de ses journalistes. (...)

Le 15 décembre entre 18 et 19 heures, un commando armé de la sécurité d'Etat du Zimbabwe a
fait irruption dans les bureaux de la radio VOP, situés dans le Beverley Court Building de Harare.
Affirmant étre a la recherche des équipements de transmission, les policiers ont affirmé que la
radio, enregistrée comme une entreprise de communication depuis sa fondation en 2000, n'était
pas autorisée a émettre sans une licence de l'autorité de régulation de la radiodiffusion, la
Broadcasting Authority of Zimbabwe (BAZ). Ne parvenant pas a mettre la main sur les
équipements de transmission, les policiers ont saisi les ordinateurs de la rédaction et arrété les
trois journalistes présents sur les lieux. Maria Nyanyiwa, Takunda Gwanda et Nyasha Bosha sont
détenus au commissariat central de Harare. On ignore quelles charges sont retenues contre eux.
Les programmes de VOP en shona et en ndebele, les deux principales langues du Zimbabwe, sont
diffusés en ondes courtes entre 19 et 20 heures, via le transmetteur de la radio publique
néerlandaise Radio Netherlands & Madagascar. La radio avait été contrainte de cesser ses
émissions depuis le Zimbabwe aprés que, le 29 ao(t 2002, ses bureaux de Milton Park, a Harare,
avaient été détruits par un attentat a la bombe, jamais résolu par la police. Entre le 18 septembre
et le 26 octobre 2005, les émissions de VOP avaient été brouillées par les services de
renseignements zimbabwéens, avec I'aide de techniciens chinois. Le brouillage avait pris fin apres
que la radio avait changé de fréquence de diffusion.
